WASHINGTON --- Senate Appropriations Chairman Daniel K. Inouye and Senator 
Daniel K. Akaka announced today that the State will receive a discretionary grant 
of $1,920,800 from the Department of Transportation for rural bus programs on 
Kauai, Maui and the Big Island of Hawaii.
